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Safeguarding is everybody’s business. 

This means we are all responsible for ensuring that children and adults at risk are kept safe. This means you.  
Failure to report could result in actions under the Council’s disciplinary and/or management under the Safeguarding allegations/concerns about Practitioners or Persons in a Position of Trust processes (Part 5)

How do we Safeguard? 
We safeguard by doing the things below:  
· Understand what is meant by safeguarding 
· Recognise the different types of abuse and their signs, symptoms, indicators and behaviours that may indicate a child or adult is being abused or is at risk of harm 
· Understand what to do if we are concerned about a child or adult at risk 
· Understand our own role and responsibility with regard to suspicion or disclosure of abuse 
· Understand our duty to report a concern or incident when we become aware of it 

Concerns about Practitioners and/or colleagues 
The Duty to report applies equally to concerns or suspicions that another practitioner or a colleague may be abusing, neglecting or causing harm to a child or an adult.  
The concerns or suspicions may apply to the practitioners conduct at work or at home – the practitioner may be a family member, colleage or a friend or a neighbour - you MUST share your concern; you have a duty to do so. 
If a child alleges that you have harmed them you MUST report this to the DSP or Headteacher immediately 

Wales Safeguarding Procedures
