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Charging and Remissions Policy

Introduction:

This policy has been formulated in accordance with Cardiff County Council’s guidance on charging and remissions.  The aim of the policy is to set out what chard will be levied for activities and the letting of school premises, what remissions will be implemented and the circumstances under which voluntary contributions will be requested from parents.

The Governing Body of the school is responsible for determining the content of the policy and the Headteacher for implementation.  Any determinations with respect to individual parents will be considered jointly by the Headteacher and Governing Body.
The Governing Body Acknowledges the right of every child to receive free school education and understands that activities offered wholly or mainly during normal teaching time must be made available to all children regardless of their parents’ ability or willingness to help to meet that cost.

This policy will be reviewed annually.

Prohibition of Charges:

The Governing Body recognises that legislation prohibits charges for the following:

· Education provided during school hours (including the supply of any materials, books, instruments, resources or other equipment)
· Education provided outside school hours if it is part of the Foundation Phase Curriculum

· Education provided on any trip that takes place during school hours

· Supply teachers to cover for those teachers who are absent from school accompanying pupils on a trip

· Transporting registered pupils to or from the school premises, where the LEA has a statutory obligation to provide transport

· Transport provided in connection with an educational trip

Charges:
Lunch Club

The school runs a wrap-around care service at lunch time for 1 ½ hours, should parents wish to take up this service.  The registration fee for this facility is £7.50 and subsequently £4.50 per day.

Breakages/Damages

The Governing Body will charge for damage or breakages to books that are sent home as part of the Home/School Lending Library.  This will be a nominal sum of £1.00 per book to support the school’s work in promoting early literacy and book skills.

Voluntary Contributions:

· All voluntary contributions are to be genuine and no parent is under any obligation to pay.  
· The continuance of the following activities may however, be dependent upon voluntary contributions.  

· Children at the school will not be treated differently according to whether or not their parents/carers have made any contribution in response to the request.
· The responsibility for determining the level of voluntary contribution is delegated to the Headteacher.

Voluntary contributions include the following:

Snack, Trips & Visitors

The school will charge £1.50 per week to provide a healthy snack for all children, in line with the Healthy Schools Programme.  The school will charge 50p per week to put 

towards additional projects such as musicians, artists, nature specialists and for school trips such as visits to Bristol Zoo, the seaside, Rhondda Heritage Park etc.

School Photographs
The school offers all families the opportunity to purchase school photographs, however the school recognizes that not all families will wish to take up this opportunity.

Charitable Collections:

From time to time the school may undertake charitable events, e.g. Comic Relief, Children In Need, Barnado’s Toddle, Marie Curie Cancer daffodils, Velindre Hospital Easter Eggs.  It remains at the parents discretion should they wish to contribute to charitable donations/events.  All monies raised are passed to the named charity.
Remissions:
The Governing Body does not wish to see any child disadvantaged by virtue of the fact that their parents/carers are unable to pay.  The Governing Body will therefore give consideration to remitting all or part of any charges payable by a parent/carer in all other instances pursuant to its charging policy.

Parents of pupils who are in receipt of the following support payments will be entitled to the consideration of remission of charges:

· Income Support

· Income-based Job Seeker’s Allowance

· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

When arranging a chargeable activity, such parents will be invited in confidence fro the remission of charges in full or in part.  The Headteacher in consultation with the Chair of Governors will make authorisation for such remission.
